In many respects it is became possible thanks to
the founding of the Barents Euro-Arctic Council (BEAC) in 1993. Since then BEAC gives
serious attention to the emergency and rescue issues.

It became a good tradition to exchange experience, to improve relations and to
coordinate joint actions during exercises in Barents region. National delegations visit
other countries regularly. Officers and rescuers from Emercom of Murmansk region visited
Finland, Norway and Sweden more than once.

Cooperation between rescuers of Barents region is realized with constant support of our
partners  regional offices of Federal State Security Service, Customs, Border Guard and
Northern Fleet and other authorities which are engaged in providing safety for people of
Murmansk region.

«Barents-Rescue» exercises have been organized since 2001. Main objectives of the
exercise are promoting and strengthening trans-boundary cooperation between authorities
and rescue services in the Barents Region.

Aims and objectives of rescue
services’ exercises

The Russian Emercom is
one of many organizations
that is paying more and more
attention to methods of dealing
with- industrial accidents and
catastrophes, taking into
consideration their increasing
frequency throughout the world.

In order to be prepared for
such extraordinary situations,
the national rescue services
must have a sufficient number
of well-trained specialists with
broad knowledge and skills.
Atter all, the lives of victims to a
large extent depend in particular
on their competent actions.

The most effective way totrain
rescuers is by means of training
exercises, first and foremost
international ones. International
exercises aims to facilitate

communications, coordination
and  cooperation  between
countries and rescue services
that may become involved in an
emergency. The objectives of
the exercise are promoting and
strengthening  trans-boundary
cooperation between authorities
and interchanging of experience
between rescue teams from
different countries.

«Main  objectives  of
international exercises are to
learn how to effectively rescue
people, to check preparedness
of international groups for
joint working and to improve
practical - skills of interaction
during rescue operations» -
noted the Chief Military Expert
of Emercom of Russia, colonel-
general Pavel Plat.

Historical excursus

In recent years Emercom of Russia, and Emercom of Murmansk
region in particular, have accumulated significant experience in
conducting joint training exercises with foreign partners.

The first real example of international collaboration in the field

of disaster prevention and relief would probably be the Polar Dawns
95 command and staff training exercises that were conducted in
Murmansk Region in the area of the Kola Nuclear Power Station.
The Polar Dawns to a certain degree were considered in particular
through the prism of the 1986 tragedy in Chernobyl.

A managerial game was developed specially for the training
exercises and held with the participation of observers and experts
of the UN Department of Humanitarian Affairs, the International
Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), the European Union, the International
Civil Defense Organization and the Department of Civil Emergency
Planning of NATO - from a total of 20 countries.

«Barents-Rescue 2001»

The events of August 2000 and September 2001 - the tragic wreck of «Kursk>
nuclear submarine and terrorist acts in New York and Washington forced the world to
look at the public security system. Ensuring the preparedness of the world community
to unite their efforts not only to confront international terrorism, but also to effectively
interact while providing disaster relief in large extraordinary situations became an
obvious and urgent task.

The «Barents-Rescue2001» international training exercises, which were held in
September 2001 in Sweden near the city of Buden represented a significant stage of
collaboration in this area.

The theme of the training exercises to a large extent repeated the contents of «Polar
Zori 95» international exercise providing disaster relief after a mock catastrophe at a
nuclear power station. Despite what would seem to be a simple idea, underlying it is
an extremely complex mechanism for rescuing people involving military and civilian
specialists representing 23 countries.

Divisions of the Swedish army, for their part, jointly with police, evacuated the
population populations from the disaster zone, and helicopters from the air forces of
Sweden, Norway and Germany did reconnaissance from the sky.

The most complex test for international the forces that participated in the training
exercises was the search for radioactive sources that were  scattered in the territory of the
mock nuclear power station. In an area of almost one thousand square kilometers it was
necessary to find several real sources of radiation containing cobalt-60 and cesium-137.

In order to find them the Russian Emercom used a unique complex containing a special
airborne gamma testing device installed on an Mi-8 helicopter and a mobile land-based
group using Alfa radiation monitoring equipment. Also robot technical complexes «Scout»
and «Evacuator» demonstrated their work in case there was a danger for people.

Three days of training exercises and almost the same number of days of joint training
were an outstanding lesson of real interaction between military and civil specialists in
efforts to rescue victims in extraordinary situations.

«Barents-Rescue 2005»

The «Barents-Rescue 2005» international
training exercises was held in Finnmark, Norway in
September 2005.

Before  the exercise ~ Memorandum  of
understanding concerning cooperation in the field
of emergency prevention were signed by governors
of Murmansk oblast (Russia), Lapland (Finland),
Norrbotten (Sweden), Nordland, Troms and Finnmark
(Norway).

The scenario for «Barents-Rescue 2005»
consisted of a combination of mass injuries on
a cruise ship at the same time as a huge oil slip.
Terrorist actions led to the collision between cruise—
ship and oil tanker and a major crisis involving
gvacuation of passengers and crew took place. Also
a scenario was planned related chemical threats
towards the local population.

Almost 4000 participants and volunteers from
civilian and military authorities from Norway,
Russia, Finland, Sweden, Denmark and Great
Britain joined their efforts during the exercise. Also
Norwegian Crown Prince Haakon attended «Barents-
Rescue 2005» and visited field hospital, there he
communicated with medical staff and volunteers.

Final conclusions were added up during final
conference which took place in Murmansk. Experts
and specialists from participating countries evaluated
exercise at high esteem.

«Barents-Rescue» is a series of international rescue exercise that are conducted every other year by the countries
within the framework of the Barents Cooperation. Sweden hosted the first exercise in 2001. Next exercises were
arranged in 2005 - Norway and in 2007 - Finland.

«Barents-Rescue 2007»

The «Barents-Rescue 2007~ international training
exercises was held in October 2007 during Finland s
chairmanship of the Barents Euro-Arctic Council.

Working meeting of persons responsible for
emergency planning within the framework of
the Memorandum of understanding concerning
cooperation in the field of emergency prevention
took place before the exercise in Norway. Regions
responsible for coordination of activities were
appointed during the meeting: 2008 — Norrbotten
(Sweden), 2009 — Murmansk oblast (Russia), 2010

Nordland (Norway), 2011 - Lapland (Finland), 2012
— Finnmark (Norway), 2013 - Troms (Norway).

«Barents-Rescue 2007~ were aimed to facilitate
communications, coordination and cooperation
between countries and rescue services that may
become involved in an emergency in relation to the
Barents Region.

The scenario for the exercise «Barents-Rescue
2007> were an aviation accident. According to the
scenatrio aircraft executed an emergency landing in
the uninhabited areas of Inari municipality. More than
200 passengers, mainly British tourists, were injured
or deceased. Exercise consisted of three phases:
alarm exercise, table top exercise and field training
EXErCise.

Rescuers and specialists from different governmental
and municipal authorities of Finland, Norway, Russia
and Sweden took part in the exercise.

From idea to realization

Within the framework of Russia s chairmanship of the Barents Euro-Arctic Council it was planned to hold the «Barents-Rescue 2009»
international exercise in Murmansk region, in Russia. Two planning conferences took place in Murmansk and the final one were held in Bodo,
! Norway. Also working agreement between participant-countries were signed during the preparation period of the exercise:

The Initial  Planning Conference
of the «Barents-Rescue 2009~
international exercise took place in
Murmansk, Russia from the 14th to
the 15th of October 2008.

About 60 representatives from all
participating countries of the Barents
Euro-Arctic Council took part in the
conference.

Subjects of coordination between
participants on national and regional
levels were discussed during the
conference.

As it were noted by Vladimir
Kakusha,  deputy  director  of
International  activity ~ Department
of Emercom of Russia, among the
objectives of the exercise is to work
out the procedures of crossing the
Russian state border by foreign
participants during the «Barents-
Rescue 2009» exercise.

The Main Planning Conference
took place in Murmansk from the 17th
to the 19th of March 2009. Russia
had representatives from Murmansk
regional  administration, EMERCOM
of Russia and its regional units,
different regional agencies, military and
maritime authorities were also present.
Norway, Sweden and Finland were
also represented with delegations from
respective rescue, emergency, police,
maritime and medical authorities.

Al five phases of prospective exercise
scenario  were presented during the
conference. «This is important event for
our country», — said senior adviser of
Norwegian Directorate of Civil Protection
and Emergency Planning Tore Drtina.
- We will work out mutual notification
between  respective  agencies  and
authorities especially in the field of nuclear
safety. We have good cooperation in this
field with our Russian colleagues.

The third and final Planning
Conference took place in Bodo,
Norway from the 25th to the 27th
of May 2009.

During this conference all
phases of exercise were developed
in detail and general exercise
planning instruction were finally
approved.

In opinion of conference
participants  coming  exercise
would have the largest scale of all
«Barents-Rescue» exercises.

«During previous exercises
we worked out lesser number of
scenarios. This time the exercise
will be more complex», — noted
the Chief Military Expert of
Emercom of Russia, colonel-
general Pavel Plat.
